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AACOM 2021-2022 Academic Year Entering Student Survey Summary Report, Abstract

Several sets of responses are noted below.

Each year, the American Association of Colleges of Osteopathic Medicine (AACOM) collaborates with the nation's 

colleges of osteopathic medicine (COMs) to distribute the AACOM Entering Student Survey. The Entering Student 

Survey queries first year students on a variety of topics and compiles a comprehensive snapshot of students’ self-

reported debt and financing of medical education, and their graduate medical education plans.  The survey asks 

students to outline their plans for graduate medical education (GME), specialty selection, career, and their expectations 

of their COMs campus climate/environment.

AACOM distributed the 2021-2022 Entering Student Survey via our survey software, Qualtrics, using students' email 

addresses provided by AACOM’s member COMs. Students' email addresses were used to create a distribution list to 

directly administer the survey to students.  Students had the ability to access the survey from any device using their 

survey link. Students also had the flexibility of saving and completing the survey during a time most convenient for them.  

Qualtrics sent reminders to students who had not completed their surveys throughout the survey cycle. In addition, 

coordinators received weekly updates on response rates and could request additional updates during the survey cycle.  

COMs who opted out of providing their students' email addresses received the survey through an anonymous link.  The 

anonymous survey link does not collect any identifying information (name, email address, etc.) unless the student 

provides this information when completing the survey.  Students completing the survey via this method of distribution still 

had the flexibility of saving and completing the survey during a time most convenient for them. 

 

A total of 6,106 expected 2021 first year students responded to the survey from 37 COMs and branch campuses. The 

“AACOM 2021-2022 Academic Year Entering Student Survey Summary Report” is made available to the public and the 

COMs are distributed a school report.

Self-Reported Student Debt, Scholarships, and Income

Table 1: The overall mean expected osteopathic medical education debt reported by 2021 entering students is 

$167,918—an increase of $1,043 or 0.6 percent since 2020. Ninety-one percent of entering students expect to have 

medical education debt on graduation.  The mean debt reported by public COM entering students is $148,218 compared 

to private COM entering students at $171,195—a difference of $22,977 or 14.4 percent. Public COM entering students' 

mean debt increased from 2020 by 4.6 percent and private COM entering students' mean debt decreased from 2020 by 

0.1 percent.

Table 1a: The overall median expected osteopathic medical education debt for the class entering in 2021 is 

$160,000—an increase of 6.7 percent from 2020.  Median debt for entering students at private COMs is $160,000 

compared to public COMs at $120,000—a difference of $40,000 or 28.6 percent.

Table 1: Forty-eight percent of 2021 entering students reported having a mean pre-medical education debt of $54,634, 

an increase of 3.2 percent compared to the mean pre-medical education debt of $52,950 reported by 2020 entering 

students.

Table 2.1: In 2021, male entering students reported an expected mean osteopathic medical education debt of $174,329, 

and female entering students reported an expected mean osteopathic medical education debt of $162,459.  The 

difference in the mean debt reported by male and female entering students is 7.0 percent or $11,870.  Ninety-one 

percent of males and 92 percent of females reported expected osteopathic medical education debt—an increase from 

2020 by 1.1 percent, respectively.

Table 2.2: Compared to the overall student population, a greater percentage of Black/African American and 

Hispanic/Latino entering students expect to graduate with medical education debt—97 percent and 93 percent 

respectively.  Asian entering students continue to report expected lower debt at graduation—89 percent with a mean 

debt of $151,507. Additional data displaying debt by demographic factors are in Tables 2.3 – 3a.

Table 8: The mean expected scholarship and grant award amount reported by the 2021 entering students is $81,617—a 

decrease of 0.5 percent, or $449, from 2020.  Scholarships and grants expected to receive by private COM entering 

students total $85,725, with public COM entering students reporting $60,874. Forty-eight percent of public COM 2021 

entering students expect to receive scholarships and grants, compared to 41 percent of private COM entering 

students—a difference of 15.7 percent. Overall, 42 percent of the 2021 entering class expected to receive a scholarship 

and grant award—an increase by 7.7 percent from 2020.  Data showing scholarships and grants are in Tables 8 – 9.6. 

Table 10: The most significant source of funds for medical education continues to be loans, with students reporting 74 

percent of funds coming from loans, followed by 12 percent from parents.
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Self-Reported Student Debt, Scholarships, and Income

Table 1: The overall mean expected osteopathic medical education debt reported by 2021 entering students is 

$167,918—an increase of $1,043 or 0.6 percent since 2020. Ninety-one percent of entering students expect to have 

medical education debt on graduation.  The mean debt reported by public COM entering students is $148,218 compared 

to private COM entering students at $171,195—a difference of $22,977 or 14.4 percent. Public COM entering students' 

mean debt increased from 2020 by 4.6 percent and private COM entering students' mean debt decreased from 2020 by 

0.1 percent.

Table 1a: The overall median expected osteopathic medical education debt for the class entering in 2021 is 

$160,000—an increase of 6.7 percent from 2020.  Median debt for entering students at private COMs is $160,000 

compared to public COMs at $120,000—a difference of $40,000 or 28.6 percent.

Table 1: Forty-eight percent of 2021 entering students reported having a mean pre-medical education debt of $54,634, 

an increase of 3.2 percent compared to the mean pre-medical education debt of $52,950 reported by 2020 entering 

students.

Table 2.1: In 2021, male entering students reported an expected mean osteopathic medical education debt of $174,329, 

and female entering students reported an expected mean osteopathic medical education debt of $162,459.  The 

difference in the mean debt reported by male and female entering students is 7.0 percent or $11,870.  Ninety-one 

percent of males and 92 percent of females reported expected osteopathic medical education debt—an increase from 

2020 by 1.1 percent, respectively.

Table 2.2: Compared to the overall student population, a greater percentage of Black/African American and 

Hispanic/Latino entering students expect to graduate with medical education debt—97 percent and 93 percent 

respectively.  Asian entering students continue to report expected lower debt at graduation—89 percent with a mean 

debt of $151,507. Additional data displaying debt by demographic factors are in Tables 2.3 – 3a.

Table 8: The mean expected scholarship and grant award amount reported by the 2021 entering students is $81,617—a 

decrease of 0.5 percent, or $449, from 2020.  Scholarships and grants expected to receive by private COM entering 

students total $85,725, with public COM entering students reporting $60,874. Forty-eight percent of public COM 2021 

entering students expect to receive scholarships and grants, compared to 41 percent of private COM entering 

students—a difference of 15.7 percent. Overall, 42 percent of the 2021 entering class expected to receive a scholarship 

and grant award—an increase by 7.7 percent from 2020.  Data showing scholarships and grants are in Tables 8 – 9.6. 

Table 10: The most significant source of funds for medical education continues to be loans, with students reporting 74 

percent of funds coming from loans, followed by 12 percent from parents.

Graduate Osteopathic Medical Education and Primary Care Specialty Plans

Table 11: Ninety-three percent of 2021 entering students plan on pursing residency immediate post-graduation, an 

increase of 1.1 percent from 2020. Only 2 percent of entering students are undecided about future plans.

Table 12: Twenty-four percent of students reported not being knowledgeable of osteopathic recognition programs, while 

41 percent reported being knowledgeable of osteopathic recognition programs.

Table 13: Twenty percent of students plan to participate in a GME program with an osteopathic focus. Seventy-two 

percent of the entering class of 2021 are undecided on their plans to enter in a GME program with an osteopathic focus.  

Table 14: Eight percent of students plan only AOA board certification.  Fifty-eight percent plan to pursue both AOA and 

ABMS board certification, a 3.3 percent decrease from 2020.  Thirty-two percent of 2021 entering students reported 

being undecided on their plans for board certification.

Table 26: Thirty-two percent of students plan to specialize in one of the primary care disciplines of family medicine, 

general internal medicine, or general pediatrics. Nine percent are undecided about specialty plans. Emergency medicine 

continues to be the top planned non-primary care specialty at 12 percent.  Data showing expected career plans are in 

Tables 11 – 31.
